* ALL prescription medications must be in the original bottle from the pharmacy that states the child’s name, medication,
dosage and dosing schedule.
There will be a separate log kept for each child’s over-the-counter AND prescription medication(s), along with the dates and times
of when the medication is given. A Copy of the Parent & Physician Permission form is included in the Family Folder and will soon
be available on the schools website Registration & Parent Information page.
